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Retail food establishments where raw or undercooked animal-derived foods are served must 
have a consumer advisory to inform consumers of the significantly increased risk of foodborne 
illness. Examples of food items requiring a Consumer Advisory include: 

A Consumer Advisory must consist of: 

1. Disclosure: Disclosures indicate that an animal-derived food is served raw or undercooked.

2. Reminder: Reminders indicate that eating raw or undercooked animal-derived foods
increases the risk of foodborne illness. The reminder shall include asterisking the raw or
undercooked food items.

Raw or undercooked eggs 
• Eggs over easy
• Caesar dressing
• Hollandaise
• Custards
• Mayonnaise
• Aioli made with raw eggs

Raw or undercooked beef 
• Hamburgers cooked to

order
• Carpaccio
• Steak tartare
• Mechanically tenderized

beef

Raw or undercooked seafood 
• Sushi
• Roe
• Clams
• Oysters
• Ceviche
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* These items may be served raw or undercooked, or contain raw or undercooked ingredients. Consuming raw or
undercooked meats, poultry, seafood, shellfish or eggs may increase your risk of foodborne illness.
